NCCM recommends that the Quebec 
government immediately abrogates the state 
Laïcité Act, and recognizes its unfair targeting 
of minority religious groups.

NCCM recommends the adoption of a model 
code of conduct that would prevent the use 
of hate speech during elections to protect the 
democratic process.

NCCM recommends the immediate recognition 
of systemic racism in the province, the hiring of 
more members of visible minority communities 
in public offices, and ensuring that systemic 
biases are denounced in immigration.

NCCM recommends the implementation of 
a sustainable security infrastructure program 
and a hate crimes accountability unit, as well 
as the designation of places of worship as “safe 
zones” where far right groups are banned from 
holding rallies and other acts of intimidation.
